Date: Sunday 21st August 2011
Venue: Brunel University Sports Centre, Kingston Lane, Uxbridge, Middlesex UB8 3PH
Notes:

1. Registration will take place between 9.30 - 10.00am. Start times: Kata 10.30am   Kumite 12.30pm. 

Approx. finish time 5.00pm. Entry for spectators is free.

2. WKF based rules for kumite. Bouts will be 11/2 minutes in duration for children & junior grades and 2 minutes for adult senior grades. Trophies will be awarded for 1st 2nd and joint 3rd places. 
3. Kata competition for all white/red belts will be one round to determine 1st,2nd & 3rd places. 
     
 For all yellow/purple & white belts there will be two rounds where the top 50% will perform a             
second different kata and the accumulated scores will determine 1st,2nd & 3rd places. 
       
For all senior grades there will be three rounds where the top 50% will perform a second 
  
different kata and the top three contestants will perform a third different kata. The scores for 
each round will be accumulated to determine 1st,2nd & 3rd places. In the event of a draw the 
scores from the previous round/s will be considered.
4. ALL COMPETITORS MUST BE IN POSSESSION OF A VALID KARATE LICENCE ON THE DAY. ALL COACHES MUST SIGN THE DECLARATION ON THE ENTRY FORM. ENTRIES WILL ONLY BE ACCEPTED IF THE COMPETITORS’ LICENCE NUMBERS AND EXPIRY DATE HAVE BEEN PROVIDED. THERE WILL BE RANDOM LICENCE CHECKS ON THE DAY AND FAILURE TO PRODUCE A VALID LICENCE COULD RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION. IT IS A CONDITION OF THE TOURNAMENT INSURANCE COVER THAT ALL PARTICIPANTS ARE PROPERLY LICENSED. 

5. Chest protectors are recommended for women. Red or Blue WKF style gloves and gum shields are compulsory for all kumite events and these must be in good clean condition. Boxes and soft shin pads are permitted.  
6. Club coaches must ensure that all competitors are entered in the correct age and weight categories. Coaches should ensure that their students are familiar with the competition rules.

7. Club coaches and competitors must maintain good conduct and etiquette at all times. Only one club coach is permitted on the sidelines. All others not competing in that particular event must use the spectator areas at all times.
8. The tournament organisers reserve the right to make changes to the events in the interest of safety and smooth running of the tournament. 

9. We will try and accommodate late entries on the day although it would be appreciated if entries could be received at least 3 days before the event.
